Requirements:

e Open to all graduates of Washington County High Schools.
e Must be a US Citizen or hold a Permanent Resident Card.
e Student must plan to attend an accredited lowa community college or technical school.
e Intend to return to Washington County for employment after graduation.
Provisions:

e Funds will be paid directly to the school, 50% at the beginning of each the fall and spring
term, and may be used for tuition, books and class/material fees.

e Children of WEDG directors and staff are eligible to apply.
Students may apply and be awarded more than one time.

Award Criteria:
Grant selection will be rated by a point system to include the following:

Career Path & Work Experience - 50 points
Letter of Recommendation - 50 points
Education/GPA - 10 points

Volunteerism & Leadership - 15 points



Letter of Recommendation

Each applicant is required to submit a Letter of Recommendation. This is sometimes referred to as a
personal reference or character reference. It is written by a non-relative who can speak to your
character, personality, integrity and skills. Some examples of who you might ask are a teacher or
instructor, your employer or a coach. They may complete the attached form, or they can use it as a
guide to write a letter. This letter must be submitted by you as part of your application.
